DAY 01 
11th OCT’ 09 – ARRIVE AT DELHI INTERNATIONAL 

Upon your arrival at the Delhi, international airport, you will be met and welcomed, and later transfer to a hotel. Check in at hotel for overnight stay.

DAY 02  ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner ) 
12th OCT’ 09 – DELHI / AGRA BY SURFACE (205 KM / 4 HRS) VIA SIKNDRA
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After the Breakfast at hotel, drive to Agra, en route visit Sikndra The tomb of Akbar, begun by the Emperor himself and completed by his son, Jehangir. Upon arrival check in into hotel for 01 night stay.  Later in the afternoo visit Agra Fort, Built by the great  Emperor Akbar in 1565 A.D , the fort is a master piece of design and construction . An important medieval complex with beautiful mosques and palaces.  An attractive Architectural building there are a number of exquisite buildings within the fort.  

Taj Mahal: renowned for its spectacular architecture, seven wonders of the world and built by Shah Jahan for his lady love Queen Mumtaz Mahal in 1632. Overnight at hotel. 
DAY 03 ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner ) 
13th OCT’ 09 – AGRA/ BANDAREJ BY SURFACE (170 KM/ 3 ½ HRS) VIA FATEHPUR SIKRI

Breakfast at hotel and later drive to Bandarej, en route you will have a stop at Fatehpur Sikri: ( 40 km from Agra ) The walkthrough provides a unique holistic experience of a past era that is rich in architecture, technology, and arts. Like the cactus flower that for a moment adorns the desert, so was the town of Fatehpur Sikri, having a brief span of glory. It was abandoned only after 15 years of its construction due to scarcity of water in town. Upon arrival check in into at Bhadrawati Palace, at village Bhandarej for 01 night stay, in the evening enjoy the Eastern music & folk dances before the dinner.  
DAY 04 ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner ) 
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14th OCT’ 09 – BANDAREJ/ JAIPUR BY SURFACE (60 KM/ 1 HRS)___________
Leisurely breakfast at hotel and later drive to Jaipur. In the after noon visit City Palace –a delightful blend of Mughal and traditional Rajasthani architecture, the City Palace sprawls over one-seventh of the area in the walled city then proceed for Jantar Mantar, is the largest and the best preserved of the five observatories built by Jai Singh II in different parts of the country. This observatory consisting of outsized astronomical instruments is still in use, visit to Hawa Mahal, the ornamental facade of this "Palace of Winds" is a prominent landmark in Jaipur. Their five-storey structures of sandstone plastered pink encrusted with fine Trelliswork and elaborate balconies. Overnight at hotel.

Morning breakfast at hotel and later transfer to Ayurveda centre.

Its forbidding exterior belies an inner paradise where a beautiful fusion of Mughal and Hindu styles finds it's ultimate expression and enjoy an Elephant ride at bottom to top of the hill at Amber fort. 
Evening free for explore the bounded walled city and local Bazaar’s, Choti, Bari Chaupar’s, to experience colorful bazaar and lifestyle of Rajasthani people.

DAY 11 ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner )
21st  OCT’ 09 – JAIPUR / PUSHKAR BY SURFACE (142 KM/ 3 HRS)___________
Breakfast at hotel & later drive to Pushkar, upon arrival check in into hotel for 02 nights stay. Evening free to explore the streets bazaars.  
Pushkar : Welcome to the land of saints and seers, the land that is a perfect fusion of tradition and modernity.
DAY 12  ( Breakfast / Lunch / Dinner ) 
22nd OCT’ 09 – PUSHKAR________________________________________________
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Morning breakfast at hotel and later you visit to holy Pushkar lake, Ghats and Lord Bharma Temple. 
Late afternoon enjoy camel ride, on the sand dunes, in the country side. Evening the local folk music and overnight at hotel.

23rd OCT’ 09 – PUSHKAR / NAWALGARH BY SURFACE (225 KM/ 5 HRS)____

Nawalgarh - Named after its founder Thakur Nawal Singh (son of the most successful ruler of Shekhawati, Shardul Singh), Nawalgarh was a prosperous town in Shekhawati region. Some of the affluent business clan of India today trace their origin from Nawalgarh. The frescoes and mural paintings are extremely attractive and reflect the skills of the workmen who created them. Other attraction of Nawalgarh is Ganga Mai Temple.

24th OCT’ 09 – NAWALGARH/ DELHI BY SURFACE (250 km/ 5 HRS )_________
Breakfast at hotel and drive to Delhi, upon arrival check in into hotel for 01 night stay. Relax & overnight at hotel.   
DAY 15 ( Breakfast ) 
25th OCT’ 09 – DELHI / ONWARD JOURNEY_______________________________
Breakfast at hotel and later departure transfer to International airport for flight back to home.
